Yes. I saw my supervisor yesterday and was able to discuss this project with him.

In our correspondence dated & February 2089, we stated:

"While we understand that growth within the Town is anticipated to be primarily in the Lower
Little River sub-basin, growth patterns can change. So there is still the potential for
growth to occur within the Deep River sub-basin as a result of the proposed project.
Therefore, we could concur with the project if the Town would agree that no sewer capacily
would be provided to new development within the Deep River sub-basin unless the new
development adopts the “Specific Mitigation Measures for Waters Containing Federally Listed
Species” outlined in our previous comments (Bryant, 7 September 2006, 15 August 2887) and
detailed in NCWRC’'s Guidance Memorandum to Address and Mitigate Secondary and Cumulative
Impacts to Aguatic and Terrestrial Wildlife Rescurces and Water Quality (August 2062;
http://wew.ncwildlife.org/pge7 WildlifeSpeciesCon/pg7c3_impacts.pdf). These measures would
apply to new development only and not to extensions of sewer to existing development {e.g.,
extension of sewer to an existing subdivision served by septic systems) or for increases in
sewer capacity for existing development (e.g., request for additional sewer capacity by an
existing commercial/retail or industrial development} within the Deep River watershed.™

We are concerned with the FONSI being written to include that we recommend the Town implement
the measures in our Guidance Memo, and if there is any growth in Deep River watershed that
results from this project that the Town would need to consult with us. It appears to us that
the Town could consult with us if growth patterns change and include Deep River watershed,
but then they could choose to not implement any additional protective measures.

We could concur if the Town agrees that no sewer capacity would be provided to new
development within Deep River watershed as described above (i.e., from our & February 20489
correspondence). If this cannot be incorporated into the FONSI, then we feel that there
should be correspondence from the Town indicating that they will agree to implement these
more protective measures if growth patterns change and development in Deep River watershed is
facilitated by this praject.

If we need to discuss, I plan to be in the office the remainder of the weelk.
